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THE REALITY OF RODENT INFESTATION 
· In the United States, rats cause an estimated $19 billion per year in losses and damages. (David Pimentel et al., “Economic and environmental threats of alien plant, animal, and microbe invasions”, 1999.)
· By far, the most effective long-term approach for controlling rodents around homes and structures is to build them out by closing all holes and gaps so that they can’t gain entry in the first place. (R.M. Corrigan, “Controlling Rats and Mice. The Mallis Handbook of Pest Management”, 2011.)
· In a year's time, a single rat can produce nearly 25,000 droppings and a house mouse will produce about 36,000 droppings. (Hygnstrom, Timm, Larson, “Prevention and Control of Wildlife Damage”, 1994; Internet Center for Wildlife Damage Management.)
· In six months, one pair of mice can eat more than four pounds of food and contaminate 10 times that amount. (Government of Alberta, “Mice and Their Control”.)
· An accurate number of rats living in the United States is unknown, but it may be as high as 1.25 billion.  More than 50 percent of premises experience either mouse or rat activity. (USBC, 1998; Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.)
· Assuming adequate food, water, and shelter, a single pair of rats can multiply into more than 640 rats in just one year. (James B. Armstrong, Auburn University, “Controlling Rats and Mice Around Your Home”, 2003.)
· Each year, upwards of 24,000 Americans are bitten by rats. (World Interesting Things, 2011.)

· Rodents can trigger asthma.  Both rats and mice shed dead skin cells that can trigger attacks if someone with asthma breathes them in.  Rodent waste products can also cause an attack. (Safer Pest Control Project).

· Rats and mice carry parasites such as fleas, mites, and lice. (G. Bennett, J. Owens and R. Corrigan, “Scientific Guide To Pest Management Operations”, 2011).
